TAGAYTAY SIGHTSEEING
 WHOLE DAY TOUR with LUNCH & DINNER

JEEPNEY FACTORY - This is the place where the famous Manila jeepneys are handcrafted according to clients taste.  Jeepneys are built, piece by piece in individual production. Leonardo Sarao, was an enterprising cochero (calesa driver) who found work in an automotive bodybuilding and repair shop. The first Sarao Motors jeepney rolled out in 1953. The earliest passenger jeepney is said to have been conceived, built, and driven in 1945 by Clodualdo Delfino, a musician-entertainer who needed to make a living immediately after liberation.

LAS PINAS BAMBOO ORGAN - The choice of bamboo was probably both practical and aesthetic - an artistic nature. The builder of both the church and its organ was Father Diego Cera de la Virgen del Carmen, a native of Spain, served as parish priest in Las Piñas from 1795 to 1830. He began to work on the organ in 1816, while the church was still under construction. The church was completed in 1819 and the organ, in 1821, but without the trumpet stops. Disasters such as earthquakes and typhoons damaged both church and organ. Natural disasters continued to take their toll; the organ was unplayable for years. Somewhat unexpectedly reassembled early in the 20th century, partial restoration took place from time to time up through World War II. In recent years, several concerted attempts were made to save the instrument. In 1973 the organ was shipped in Bonn, Germany for total restoration. The restored organ returned home in March 1975, to a joyous welcome by the people of the Philippines. Since then, the scene of many concerts and festivals, the Bamboo Organ is described by many international organ masters as one of the finest old organs in the world.

 TAGAYTAY CITY - At 2,250 ft. above sea level, Tagaytay Ridge offers a magnificent  view of the smallest and lowest volcano in the world. Taal volcano resting in the middle of the serene Taal Lake. A deceptive tranquility, notable are the eruptions in 1716 and 1754 where ashes spewed  by the volcano darkened the skies combined with rains and thunder, massive earthquakes and gigantic waves driving the residents around the lake to the inner towns to refuge. The tour started off with a bit of history as we learned that the farm started in 1984, beginning as a passion which soon ventured into an enterprise. The Flower Farm sits on approximately 7 hectares of land, with about 15 greenhouses dedicated to chrysanthemums, gerberas and various greenery. After navigating the maze of flowers, we emerged on a hilltop overlooking a man-made “lake”, home to their tilapia, and an arbor which led us to a charming gazebo where we could sit and take in the scenery. After that visual feast, factory senses were tickled at the next stop—the herb garden which housed healthy families of mint, lavender, basil, dill, and rosemary.

SONYA'S GARDEN (LUNCH) - All the Bed and Breakfast cottages are named after herbs, which, like her garden, reflect Sonya’s love for aromatic things. Inspired by her simple country lifestyle, the Bed and Breakfast facility was born out of insistent pleas from guests to stay awhile longer in Sonya’s private sanctuary. One of the best times to spend the night at Sonya’s is during the hushed nights early in the week, when the garden is quiet save for crickets singing a lulling melody, or the sound of soft tinkling from glass chimes that signals the passing of a breeze. Home-cooked meals are also included in the accommodations because Sonya treats guests as family. 

PEOPLE'S PARK IN THE SKY - Former President Ferdinand Marcos and his wife Imelda Marcos started building the Palace in the Sky, for the purpose of receiving the official state visit of the former U.S. President Ronald Regan and his First Lady. But the visit was cancelled due to the problems that Marcos faced at the time and the palace was never finished. Today, ruined of the place has been renamed to People's Park In the Sky. This Park has one of the most amazing views because it provides a picturesque 360 degrees view of the three provinces south of Metro Manila and westward to the sea.
 
PICNIC GROOVE   - Tagaytay's playground is the popular Picnic Grove. It features huts line along the gentle slopes of the Tagaytay Ridge. It is a prime location, providing the finest, wider space and nearer view of the volcano far below. Plus, it has many things to offer like horseback riding and the zipline which is the most exciting facility in Picnic Grove. You could feel the cold Tagaytay wind rushing onto your face as you fly down the zipline. This can also be a test of courage because you will have to cross a wide chasm between two mountains with just your  security rope tied to the zipline. You could also ride the cable car if you are too afraid of the zipline. The cable car is like a big birdcage, letting you see the beautiful Taal Lake and the green land below you. (OPTIONAL:  HORSE BACK RIDING, ZIPLINE, CABLE CAR)
